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LESSON 3: Like Father, Like Son

ANCHOR STATEMENT: | believe Jesus is fully God (while also being fully
human).

MAIN PASSAGE: John 14:8-11
'Philip said, “Lord, show us the Father and that will be enough for
us.” Jesus answered: “Don’t you know me, Philip, even after | have
been among you such a long time? Anyone who has seen me has
seen the Father. How can you say, ‘Show us the Father’? Don’t

you believe that | am in the Father, and that the Father is in me?

The words | say to you | do not speak on my own authority.
Rather, it is the Father, living in me, who is doing his work. Believe
me when | say that | am in the Father and the Father is in me; or

at least believe on the evidence of the works themselves. '

WHAT WE WANT STUDENTS TO KNOW: That knowing Jesus means
believing that He is fully God.

WHAT WE WANT STUDENTS TO DO WITH WHAT THEY'VE LEARNED:
Identify Jesus's claims of divinity, understand how Jesus displays divinity
clearly in Scripture, and seek out ways to share that with others.
